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The $6.1 million will provide
for Hoyt's continuing medical
needs such as oceupational,
speech and physical therapy as
well as cognitive retraining,
Toral said. She also requires a
nurse's care for the rest of her
life. Hoyt, who is now at a
group home in Sunrise, is plan-
ning to move back to the group
home in Palm Beach County
soon.

Hoyt’'s mother was relieved
by the settlement, Toral said.

“She’s 86 years old and has
been through a lot,” he said.
“This has been a tremendous
strainon her.”
